RECIPE

Stuffed Peppers—
Cut lids off two peppers and de—seed

then add to boiling water and simmer

for five mins, Put aside.

Wash half cup of Bismati rice under

running water then simmer for ten

minutes. Use sieve to remove excess

water and put rice aside.

Heat 1 tbsp olive oil in frying pan

then add some chopped onion, some

button mushrooms. a few frozen peas,

some celery and sweet corn and stir

fry for four minutes. Add to the

rice and use mixture to stuff pep—

pers. Stand the peppers, complete
with their lids on top, in individu—

al Pyrex dishes.

For a sauce fry some chopped onion

and a chopped clove of garlic in

olive oil. Add some fresh basil and

a tin of chopped tomatoes.

Surround peppers with sauce and bake

in oven, covered with foil, at 190c,
375F, or Gas mark 5 for about 30

mins. Add some grated cheese on the

top and bake for five more minutes.

Serve with salad and warm pitta.
